The sense of trompe I’ 0eil realism is enhanced by Prasad's extraordinary technique,
allowing each petal, stem, and bug to feel palpably real. The compositionis
beautifully balanced, with a single pansy resting on the wooden surface below the
vase and ameticulously painted insect grounding the piece with a sense of
momentary stillness. Framed in a dark, sculpted surround with a gilded inner edge,
thiswork is both intimate in scale and opulent in effect.
